General Assessment Information for this Ethology Unit:

I’ve spent many hours prayerfully adjusting the originally planned “TEST” and changing other unit plans, in order to try and ensure a fair yet useful assessment for all of you.  The result will be an Ethology Unit assessment “Portfolio” that will include a combination of measurements, spread out over a number of days instead of one, large and comprehensive “unit test”.
The following are the components for the Ethology Unit assessment:

1. A basic terminology and concept QUIZ.  

2. The NCZoo experimental design Classwork/Homework assignment done partially in class.
    - Students who were not in class must do the assignment as homework and hand it in to me.

    - Due date for answering the questions and completing the steps in the packet - (see website for dates).
3. You will receive a “take- home” TEST that must be completed - (see website for dates)..

    - A backup copy (like everything else) will be on my website in case you “lose” your copy (.

    - There will be no study guide for a “take-home” test.  

    - This test will not focus on how much ethology trivia (esoteric terms) you can define.  

Instead, it will emphasize logikos (λογικος) thinking skills related to nephesh animal behavior and our responsibilities (as stewards) over God’s thinking / feeling creatures.

Critical thinking is proclaimed to be a “new” goal discovered by modern educational psychologists, yet there is nothing new under the sun.  In fact, God’s WORD (The LOGOS) has always offered the most effective principles and processes for helping students be “transformed by the renewing of the mind” into truly analytical thinkers.
