“3. He [God] is not bound by time

Second Peter 3:8 says, "Beloved, be not ignorant of this one thing, that one day is with the Lord as a thousand years, and a thousand years as one day." God doesn't keep a clock, yet we are creatures of time. Thus what seems like a long time for us is no time at all to the eternal God. Verse 9 continues, "The Lord is not slack concerning his promise, as some men count slackness, but is longsuffering toward us, not willing that any should perish, but that all should come to repentance." God is waiting until all the Gentiles and Jewish people destined to become saved are redeemed. Then Christ will return.”
a) The precedence

“Backing up to verses 3-4 we read, "Knowing this first, that there shall come in the last days scoffers, walking after their own lusts, and saying, Where is the promise of his coming? For since the fathers [i.e., the patriarchs] fell asleep, all things continue as they were from the beginning of the creation." There are people who deny Christ will come. They say everything will continue as usual; nothing will ever change. But verses 5-6 say, "They willingly are ignorant of, that by the word of God the heavens were of old, and the earth standing out of the water and in the water, by which the world that then was, being overflowed with water, perished."

Those who say nothing has ever changed overlook the flood. God wiped out the entire world--except for eight people--in the flood (Gen. 7--8). There is physical evidence all over the globe to support that. Why did that flood come? Because God "saw that the wickedness of man was great in the earth" (Gen. 6:5). All things will not continue as they have. There is coming a time of judgment.”
“b) The prophecy

Second Peter 3:10 says, "The day of the Lord will come as a thief in the night." It will come suddenly and unexpectedly. Then we read that "the heavens shall pass away with a great noise, and the elements shall melt with fervent heat; the earth also, and the works that are in it, shall be burned up." When the Lord returns to set up the millennial kingdom, the heavens and the earth will be dramatically changed. As Matthew 24 said, the stars will fall, and the moon and sun won't give light (v. 29). The waters and the terrain of the earth will be changed (Rev. 6:14; 8:8-9). There will be much chaos as the heavens and the earth are changed at the onset of the millennium. Then at the end of the millennial kingdom there will come a new heaven and earth (Rev. 21:1). Thus the changes in the heavens and the earth will occur in two phases: first there will be a modification of the universe when Jesus comes. Then there will be a completely new and eternal heaven and earth created at the end of the thousand-year kingdom.

The Lord created an unfallen world, and then it fell into sin. The world will be restored in some way at the beginning of Christ's earthly reign, but ultimately, the heavens and the earth will be completely re-created in eternity. We see the history of the universe in 2 Peter 3.”
II. PREPARING FOR THE LORD'S RETURN (vv. 37-51)

Since no one knows the exact time of Christ's return, how should each generation respond, especially those who see the birth pains--the disasters, the changes on the face of the earth, and the abomination of desolation? We will examine three attitudes: alertness, readiness, and faithfulness. The last two we will look at in the next lesson.

A. Alertness (vv. 37-42)

1. The prediction (v. 37)

"As the days of Noah were, so shall also the coming of the Son of man be."

The flood is the only event in human history that comes close to illustrating what will happen in the end times, for the flood destroyed everything on earth. The attitude that prevailed during the time of Noah will be the attitude that prevails during the second coming.

When Noah told the people that God's judgment was near, they didn't care. Similarly, people during the end times will notice all the signs and wonders going on around them, but many of them won't consider what's happening and why. Hard to imagine, but true.

a) The extent of man's denial

(1) As seen in the future

Second Peter 3:3 says "there shall come in the last days scoffers." People will be using their computers and charts in an attempt to analyze the universe and explain scientifically why everything is going haywire. They will try to explain away the earthquakes and abnormal tide activity. They will try to figure out why there are abnormal changes in the heavens--why the sun and moon aren't working as they usually do. People will attempt to rationalize why the seas are bitter and why people are being massacred on an unprecedented scale. In so doing, they will completely overlook the truth in God's Word.

Men will be no different at the Lord's second coming than they were at His first coming. Many people saw Jesus, heard Him, and watched Him banish disease from the land of Palestine. They saw Him raise the dead. Yet they still didn't receive Him as Lord. In fact, the Jewish religious leaders concluded He was of the devil (Matt. 12:24). The people who lived at the same time Christ was on earth were selfish, sinful, and so devoid of spiritual perception that they didn't even recognize the Savior when He walked in their midst. Things won't be any different when people see the signs preceding Christ's coming.”

Many Christians doubt the veracity of Scripture (assuming it is in error) starting with creation and the historicity of the global flood in Noah’s day. This unnecessary doubt undermines their faith in the rest of Scripture. Sadly, when they hear of the Ark they think only of the cute kiddy pictures of a big wooden tub with animals hanging out of it.  The true facts about the Ark’s size and shape, genetics, the true numbers of vertebrate land animals which breath “through their nostrils” (Gen 7:22), etc., all demonstrate the accuracy of Scripture regarding this historical account.  As a former zookeeper and ex-evolutionary animal behaviorist (ethologist), I embraced this position only after being convinced by overwhelming biblical and scientific evidence presented by numerous theologians and scientists. The result has been a strengthening of my own faith in the Bible’s inerrancy and authority, especially when it speaks about matters of history and science.  

In an article, “How did all the animals fit on Noah’s Ark?”, Jonathan Sarfati, PhD says:

 "Many skeptics assert that the Bible must be wrong, because they claim that the Ark could not possibly have carried all the different types of animals. This has persuaded some Christians to deny the Genesis Flood, or believe that it was only a local flood involving comparatively few local animals. But they usually have not actually performed the calculations. On the other hand, the classic creationist book, The Genesis Flood contained a detailed analysis as far back as 1961.  A more detailed and updated technical study of this and many other questions is John Woodmorappe’s book,  Noah’s Ark: a Feasibility Study.  . . . . There are two questions to ask:

How many types of animals did Noah need to take?

Was the ark large enough to hold all the required animals?"

A Survey of Genesis 6-9 The Biblical Record of the Noah and the Flood:

Genesis 6:5 & 7  “Then *the Lord saw that the wickedness of man was great in the earth, and that every intent of the thoughts of his heart was only evil continually. 7 So the Lord said, "I will destroy man whom I have created from the face of the earth, both man and beast, creeping thing and birds of the air, for I am sorry that I have made them."
6:9-11 “This is the genealogy of Noah. Noah was a just man, perfect in his generations. 6:19 “And of every living thing of all flesh you shall bring two of every sort into the ark, to keep them alive with you; they shall be male and female.”
6:21 “ And you shall take for yourself of all food that is eaten, and you shall gather it to yourself; and it shall be food for you and for them.”
7:2 “You shall take with you seven each of every clean animal, a male and his female; two each of animals that are unclean, a male and his female; 3 also seven each of birds of the air, male and female, to keep the species alive on the face of all the earth.”
7:11 “In the 600th year of Noah's life, in the second month, the seventeenth day of the month, on that day all the fountains of the great deep were broken up, and the windows of heaven were opened. 12 And the rain was on the earth forty days and forty nights.”
7:16 “So those that entered, male and female of all flesh, went in as God had commanded him; and the Lord shut him in.”
7:19-20 “And the waters prevailed exceedingly on the earth, and all the high hills under the whole heaven were covered. 20 The waters prevailed fifteen cubits upward, and the mountains were covered.”

9:1&3 “So God blessed Noah and his sons, and said to them: "Be fruitful and multiply, and fill the earth. . . . . 3 Every moving thing that lives shall be food for you. I have given you all things, even as the green herbs. 4 But you shall not eat flesh with its life, that is, its blood.”
9:16 “These three were the sons of Noah, and from these the whole earth was populated.”
“Ark” = Hebrew word meaning “box”.  It’s the same term for the basket/box in which baby Moses floated to safety down the Nile River.  Yet Noah’s box was massive.
Noah’s Ability and Availability: (600 years old at the time)

- Noah had 100’s of years of experience and wisdom. 


- Our brains have degenerated since Adam and Noah.  


   * Technology is merely the result of accumulated knowledge, not increased IQ.

- Noah had at least 100 years of building time.

- Likely hired and managed a crew of workmen in addition to his sons.

- Many labor saving devices would have been built into the Ark by design.


   (see below under “Zookeeping Logistics”)

“Gopher wood” “pitch it inside and out” = resinous glue laminated wood into beams and plywood similar to modern high quality materials, which are stronger than steel ships (pound for pound).
Shape of the Ark = Rectangular box for strength and stability, not V-hulled or streamlined for speed.

Size of the Ark = Not equaled until 1800’s in capacity and tonnage (weight of displaced water). 


About  450 ft long
75 ft wide
45 ft high
= 1.5 million cubic feet!
Capacity of the Ark = 522 railroad cars, three decks of equal size.

- Each deck about 31,893 sq ft (437 x 72.9), with a ceiling of about 12 feet

- Total of the three decks was greater than two football fields.

“Kinds” and Numbers of Animals = (Two’s and Seven’s)

- God said only vertebrates who breathed through “nostrils” (Gen 7:22)

- Not fish, whales, insects, or amphibians, which could have survived outside.

- Today’s many species did not exist in Noah’s day.  

- Today’s species are not the result of new, added genetic information evolving.


- Today’s species are merely the fruit of sorting genes that existed in parent “Kinds”.

- Even dolphins and whales (different genera) can breed (wholphins).

- Today’s species have been naturally and artificially bred (selected), from “Kinds”.


- An example is “Dog”/Canine “Kind” and its modern varieties:

   (wolves, coyotes, foxes, huskies, poodles, etc)

- Only parent “Kinds” were needed on the Ark, containing all genes for today’s species.

- This greatly reduces the number of animals that had to go on the Ark.

- MODERN scientists have only identified about two million species of animals.

- MODERN, living species of “nostril” breathing animals number only in the thousands.

- Scientists have estimated the # of PARENT “Kinds” of nostril breathers in Noah’s day 
  
   to be 16,000 to 35,000.  All of these could easily have been housed on the Ark.

- The average size of the animals was less than that of a cat.


- Even dinosaurs and elephants would reasonably have been young ones, not adults.


   (The average dinosaur was the size of a chicken.)

  
   (Also, even the largest dinosaur eggs were less than football size.)


   (The number of dinosaur parent “Kinds” is estimated at only about 50)


- Detailed studies by numerous scientists have shown the Ark’s capacity was sufficient.

  (see John Woodmorappe’s book,  Noah’s Ark: a Feasibility Study)
ZOOKEEPING Logistics = feeding, watering, waste management, etc.

- Mathematical analyses based on current animal needs, man-power requirements, etc. 
have shown that less than half the Ark would have been needed to house the animals.


- The rest of the Ark was available for food storage and exercise range.


- Water needs were easily met by rain runoff, channeled through gutters, slats, etc.

- Water runoff would also have been used for waste removal in similar ways.


- Hibernation states were not necessary for the zookeeping do have succeeded, but it may 
 
   have been part of God’s work in addition to His leading them to the Ark.


- 
The Flood and the Earth:

- The Bible says the water came from both rain and subterranean fountains of the deep.

- The Bible says the water covered every mountain under all of the heavens.

- PhD scientists who are creationists have shown that the breakup of the original, single 
 
   continent likely occurred during this global catastrophe.


- The runaway subduction of the earth’s tectonic plates, with the exposure of molten rock 
 
   from the mantle would have caused super heated sheets of steam to blast upward from 
 
   the oceans into the upper atmosphere.


- This would have provided plenty of water for 40 days and nights of massive rain.


- Volcanoes would have pumped huge quantities of dust into the atmosphere.


- Hydrologists and geologists have shown that the power of this amount of water on the 
 
   earth could easily have created the geologic structures we see around the world today:



* Grand Canyon (a lot of water in a little time)



* Sediment layers all over the earth 



   (Billions of dead things, buried in rock layers, laid down by water)

· Dr. John Baumgardner, a creation scientist working at the famous Los Alamos Laboratory of our government used their super computers to produce a simulation model of these events.  His model is recognized as one of the best, even by secular scientists.  US News & World Report magazine described Dr. Baumgardner as the “preeminent” expert in the use of super computers for the study of the earth and its geological development.
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
